· Natural resources

· Manufactured goods

· List the goods that Canada might export to this country.

· Manufactured goods

· Explain how this trade relationship would be good for Canada. Try to find out if Canada and your country is part of a treaty organization (for example NAFTA, WTO etc.) Make sure you explain what this treaty means.

· Include a map, chart/graph and flag of the country.

· Use appropriate vocabulary

· Include a list of resources that you used.
